
2.1. INTRODUCTIONYour jack has been designed for industrial use but must only be used on hard, flat, even surfaces. Allmodels have a safety lock and overload device built into the unit and a T-handle twist lock safetyrelease feature. A foot pedal is fitted for raising the saddle rapidly to the jacking point. Normal use ofpumping handle then lifts the load.  p WARNING! The load must not exceed the maximum capacity of each model (see model specifications).2.2. ASSEMBLYInsert the handle into the socket whilst simultaneously pressing together the spring clip. Ensure that the clip engages in the slot on the handle (see right). s CAUTION! The spring is an important safety feature which will automatically stop the jack from loweringif the handle is released (known as the �Deadman� principle). It is, therefore, very important to ensure that thehandle and spring are correctly fitted.

3.1. PREPARATION3.1.1. Before using the jack, purge hydraulic circuit in order to eliminate any air that may have entered the system during transit.a) Open the release valve by turning the handle clockwise against the spring and hold the handle in that position.b) Pump using full strokes for approximately one minute to ensure complete internal lubrication and to bleed any air from the system.c) Release the handle and the spring will automatically return the handle to the normal pumping position.d) Place a few drops of hydraulic jack oil on the pump piston and pump the handle several times to distribute the oil.e) Thoroughly lubricate all moving parts.3.1.2. Prepare the vehicle for jacking according to Section 1 safety instructions.3.2. JACKINGpp

3 Ensure jack is in sound condition and good working order. Take action for immediate repair orreplacement of damaged parts. Use genuine parts only, the use of improper parts may bedangerous and will invalidate the warranty. Repairs to be undertaken by qualified personnel only.3 Locate the jack in a suitable, well lit work area.3 Keep work area clean and tidy and free from unrelated materials.3 Use jack on level and solid ground, preferably concrete. Avoid tarmacadam as jack may sink in.3 Ensure that the vehicle handbrake is engaged, the engine is switched off, the transmission is ingear (or in �Park� if automatic) and the wheels are chocked.3 Ensure at least 0.5m between vehicle and objects such as doors, walls, etc. to allow for tilt during jacking. 3 Ensure there are no passengers in the vehicle at any time during jacking or whilst jacked up.3 Ensure all non-essential persons keep a safe distance whilst the jack is in use.3 Place jack under vehicle manufacturer�s recommended lifting points (see vehicle handbook).3 Check that the lifting point is not corroded and that it is centred and stable on the jack saddle.3 Ensure the jack wheels are free to move and that there are no obstructions.p DANGER! Use the jack for lifting only, NOT for supporting the lifted load.3 Place adequately rated axle stands under the vehicle before proceeding with any task.3 Keep hands etc. clear of moving parts during the raising and lowering of the vehicle.3 Ensure that there are no persons or obstructions beneath the vehicle before lowering.3 Use a qualified person to lubricate and maintain the jack.3 Use only recommended hydraulic jack oil.7 DO NOT operate the jack if it is damaged.7 DO NOT exceed the rated capacity of the jack. Check vehicle weight in vehicle user�s manual.7 DO NOT allow the vehicle to move during jacking, and DO NOT start the engine.7 DO NOT place any part of your body under vehicle whilst it is supported by jack. Always use axle stands.7 DO NOT use the jack to move vehicle.7 DO NOT jack vehicle which may result in spillage of fuel, battery acid, or other dangerous substances.7 DO NOT top up hydraulic unit with brake fluid. When not in use ensure the lifting arm is fully down to minimise corrosion, and the handle is removed to inactivate the jack.4.2. Keep the jack clean and lubricate all moving parts on a regular basis.4.3. To check the oil level, fully lower the jack. Remove filler plug. The correct oil level should be just below the filler plug opening.If oil level is low, fill as required. Pump unloaded jack 5 or 6 times to expel air and then refit plug.NOTE: Use a good quality jack oil, such as SEALEY HYDRAULIC JACK OIL. pp

Before each use check for broken, cracked, bent, or loose parts, or any visible damage to welds, ram, pump, saddle, lifting arm, frameand all parts including nuts, bolts, pins and other fasteners. If any suspect item is found remove jack from service and take necessary action to remedy the problem. DO NOT use the jack if it is believed to have been subjected to abnormal load or shock. Inspect andtake appropriate action.4.5. After a year of extensive use, the oil should be replaced in order to extend the life of the jack. To drain the oil, remove the filler cap and valve. Make sure that no dirt is allowed to enter the hydraulic system. See 4.3. for refill instructions.4.6. Periodically check the pump piston and piston rod for signs of corrosion. Clean exposed areas with a clean oiled cloth.

3.2.2. Commence pumping handle up and down using full stroke range until vehicle reaches the required height. If the jack becomes overloaded,a safety excess pressure valve will open and stop the vehicle from lifting.3.2.3. Once the required height is reached immediately position adequately rated axle stands under the vehicle.3.3. LOWERING p WARNING! Check that no-one is under vehicle and that there are no obstacles under vehicle, or in the path of descent.3.3.1. Take the weight of the vehicle on the jack and then remove the axle stands.3.3.2. Turn the handle clockwise against the spring and hold to lower the load. A safety device will lower the load smoothly whilst controllingthe speed of descent. When you release the handle the spring will automatically return it to the pumping position and lowering will stop.3.3.3. When not in use, ensure the jack lifting arm is fully down and the handle is removed. Store in a safe, dry, childproof location.
