ASSEMBLY
Guide Bushes

The bush supplied with the jig is standard
Trend pattern. It will fit most Trend, Elu and
Dewalt routers directly.

For other makes and model of router a sub-
base may be required to allow the guide bush
to be fitted. The Universal sub-base Ref.
UNIBASE has been designed for use with a
variety of routers; it also ensures concencrity
between cutter and guide bush ensuring
accuracy.

Setting up the Plunge Router A
1. Isolate router
from power supply.
2. Fit guide bush
to router.

3. Fit router cutter
into router.

Setting Up the Jig

To set the jig, loosen the two locking adjustment
screw assemblies so that the sections can slide.
Upturn your letterbox and lay the jig over it.

Adjust the jig so that the lip edge is flush with the
letterbox aperture required to be cut out. Then
tighten the two locking screws and the jig is ready
for fastening to the door.

Marking Out & Fastening to the Door

Lay door on trestles and clamp door securely
with clamps.

Mark out the position on the door of the letterbox
using centre lines. Centre the jig on the centre
lines, and fasten the jig to the door using two
No.6 wood screws and a screwdriver. (These
holes will not be seen once the letterbox is
fastened to the door).

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Cutting the Aperture A

With guide bush and correct cutter fitted to the
plunge router cut through the door in several
passes, at a depth of approximately 8mm per
pass.

An average door will require six passes to
cut through. Rout in the direction shown.
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Always plunge cut (to 8mm depth) in the centre,
before routing using the jig to guide the router.

Once letterbox aperture has been routed out
correctly, release plunge and switch off router.
Remove router from jig.

If a rebate needs to be cut to take the spring

and rod of the letterbox, slacken the two locking
adjustment screw assembles and remove the top
No.6 fixing screw.

Open the jig out by sliding the top section up the
required amount i.e. 12mm rebate. Then tighten
up the locking adjustment screw assemblies and
refasten the top No.6 fixing screw.

Once routing is complete loosen the fixing screws
and remove jig from door.

After use, store jig and fixing screws carefully.

. Insert the shank into the router collet at least all the way to the marked
line indicated on the shank. This ensures at least 3/4 of shank length is
held in collet. Ensure clamping surfaces are clean.

. Check all fixing and fastening nuts, bolts and screws on power tool,
attachment and cutting tools are correctly assembled, tight and to
correct torque setting before use.

. Ensure all visors, guards and dust extraction is fitted.

. The direction of routing must always be opposite to the cutter's
direction of rotation.

0. Do not switch power tool on with the cutter touching the workpiece.
1. Trial cuts should be made in waste material before starting any project.

2. Repair of tools is only allowed according to tool manufacturers
instructions.

13. Do not take deep cuts in one pass, take shallow passes to reduce the

side load applied to the cutter.
