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1. SAFETY

1.1. ELECTRICAL SAFETY

v Inspect power supply leads, plugs and all electrical connections for wear and damage.

v Sealey recommend that an RCD (Residual Current Device) is used with all electrical products.

1.3. PERSONAL PRECAUTIONS

v Ensure there is another person within hearing range of your voice and close enough to come to your aid, should a problem arise when
working near a lead-acid battery.

v Wear safety eye protection and protective clothing. Avoid touching eyes while working near battery.

v Have fresh water and soap nearby in case battery acid contacts skin, clothing or eyes.

v Wash immediately with soap and water if battery acid contacts skin or clothing. If acid enters eye, flush eye immediately with cool,
clean running water for at least 15 minutes and seek immediate medical attention.

v Remove personal metallic items such as rings, bracelets, necklaces and watches. A lead-acid battery can produce a short-circuit
current which is high enough to weld a ring or the like to metal, which would cause severe burns.

v Ensure hands, clothing (especially belts) are clear of fan blades and other moving or hot parts of engine, remove ties and contain long
hair.

1.4. GENERAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

v Ensure the charger is in good order and condition before use. If in any doubt DO NOT use the unit, contact your Sealey Stockist.

v Use the charger in the upright position only and ensure it is placed on a stable surface which will adequately support its weight.
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Ensure the charger is disconnected from the mains supply before attaching/detaching the power clamps to/from the battery.

Keep tools and other items away from the engine and ensure you can see the battery and working parts of engine clearly.

Ensure the output of the charger is the same voltage as the battery.

Ensure that during charging, the charger is placed in a location where there is sufficient ventilation to prevent the build up of explosive
gases from a lead acid battery, and DO NOT cover or obstruct the charger ventilation louvres.

v If battery has caps to access the battery fluid, remove the caps and check the fluid level before connecting the power clamps. If
necessary top-up the battery with distilled water by referring to the battery manufacturer’s instructions (Apply the personal safety
precautions described in part 1.3).

v If the battery terminals are corroded or dirty clean them before attaching the power clamps.

4.2. 9 STAGE CHARGING
Stage 1: Desulphation: Pulses of current and voltage.
Stage 2: Battery charge to 25% capacity using 50% constant current.
Stage 3: Battery charge to 50% capacity using max. current.
Stage 4: Battery charge to 75% capacity using constant voltage.
Stage 5: Analysis: Analysing power capacity.
Stage 6: Recond: If power capacity is low use Recond to attempt recovery.
Stage 7: Battery charge to 100% capacity using constant voltage.
Stage 8: Diagnosis: Check battery for 100% charged.

4.3. CONNECTING TO THE BATTERY
NOTE: the charger should be connected to the battery before connecting to mains supply.
4.3.1. The output cable from the charger terminates in a polarity conscious socket into which the two alternative leads can be connected.
4.3.2. Onelead set has two colour coded battery clamps which can be quickly attached to and detached from the battery posts.
4.3.3. The second lead is for semi permanent connection to the battery via eyelets.
4.4, CHARGING A NEGATIVE EARTHED BATTERY
4.4.1. Ensure that the black clamp on the clamp lead is not touching the battery or the fuel line.
4.4.2. Connect the positive (+) red clamp to the positive (+) battery post and connect the negative (-) black clamp to the negative (-) battery
post or vehicle chassis.
4.5. CHARGING A POSITIVE EARTHED BATTERY
4.5.1. Ensure that the red clamp on the clamp lead is not touching the battery or the fuel line.
4.5.2. Connect the negative (-) black clamp to the negative (-) battery post and connect the positive (+) red clamp to the positive (+) battery
post or vehicle chassis.
4.6. BATTERY NOT CONNECTED TO A VEHICLE
4.6.1. Connect the (+) red clamp to the positive (+) battery post and connect the (-) black clamp to the negative (-) battery post.
4.7. PERMANENT CONNECTION TO VEHICLE USING EYELET LEAD
4.7.1. Connect the eyelet on the red (+) wire to the positive (+) battery terminal and connect the eyelet on the black (-) wire to the negative (-)
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4.8.

CHARGING MODE SELECTION (SEE CHART SECTION 4.1)

4.8.1. Choice of charging mode depends on battery rated voltage and battery type.
4.8.2. When charging mode is selected, enter charging by pressing Enter/Exit button.
4.8.3. When charging is complete disconnect the unit from the mains power supply before disconnecting from the battery.

6. MAINTENANCE
