3.1.	 		 Fit battery.
3.2.	 		 BATTERY CHARGE STATUS TEST
3.2.1.			 Press trigger, all LEDs lit: battery charged, one LED lit: battery needs charging.
3.3.	 		 In order to maintain battery efficiency:
	 DO NOT fully discharge. After every use fully charge the battery, charge every 4 months even if tool is not used. 
	 If a decrease of performance of the tool is noticed, charge the battery.
3.4.	 		 Fit the socket to the wrench by snapping it onto the square drive.
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3.5.	 		 Select the required direction of rotation. To change direction, turn the 	change direction, turn the 	direction selector  to the left or right. DO NOT attempt to 		
	 change the direction of rotation whilst trigger is depressed.

3.6.	3.6.	 				 Speed can be controlled by varying the finger pressure on the trigger. Initial pressure will switch on the worklight. 
3.7.	 		 The trigger can be locked in the off position when required to prevent 	accidental use.
