1.1.4.			 This product is fitted with a BS1363/A 3 pin plug. 
	 If the cable or plug is damaged during use, switch the electricity supply and remove from use.

•  	 Power / Temperature ranges

•	 		 NOTE: Suitable cookware consists of pots and pans with a base made of steel or cast iron. 	
	 You can identify these either by means of the markings on the pan or by ascertaining 	
	 whether a magnet clings to the base of pan.

•	 		 NOTE: Unsuitable cookware is made from any kinds of material that is non-magnetic, 	
	 such as aluminium, copper and stainless steel, as well as non-metal vessels made of 	
	 porcelain, glass, ceramic, plastics etc. If unsuitable cookware is placed on the hob “E0” 	
	 appears in the LED.

•	 		 NOTE: Thin pan bases are better suited to induction cooking than thick sandwich 		
	 bases, The very short response times to setting modifications (short preheating period, 	
	 rapid and controllable browning ) are not possible when pans with thick bases are used .

•	 		 NOTE: Only use cookware that is suitable for the size of the hob. This will ensure that 	
	 the induction hob function works perfectly. The base of the pan must not be curved or 	
	 uneven, it must sit flat.

•	 		 NOTE:  The diameter may not be less than 16cm to ensure that the energy field has an effect. DO NOT use pans with a diameter in 		
	 excess 26cm.

•	 		 Use the “CONTROL” button (fig.1.9) to select the mode required i.e. power, temperature or timer setting. The relevant LED will light 		
	 (fig.1.4, 1.5, 1.6) to show which mode is active.

•	 		 Use the “+, - “ buttons (fig.1.3, 1.8) to adjust the setting accordingly.
•	 		 NOTE: The hob controls can be locked by pressing the “Max” and “Min” buttons simultaneously, repeat to unlock the controls (fig.1.1. 	

	 fig.1.2).
•	 		 ON (Power on)
•	 		 Once connected the appliance to the power supply, hold the “On / Off” button, a beep will be heard and the plates can now be activated by 	

	 pressing the “CONTROL” button on the respective plate.
•	 		 After pressing On / Off  if no other button is pressed, the unit will return to standby mode after one minute.

•	 		 OFF (Power Off)
•	 		 When the unit is switched on or in operation , press the “On / Off” button to turn off both plates;
•	 		 When the unit is switched on or in operation by pressing one of the two “Control” buttons on control panel, it will turn off the related 		

	 induction plate.

•	 		 “POWER” mode - Cooking through power setting.
•	 		 Left plate (1800W max)
•	 		 Press the “CONTROL” button, the plate will enable automatically  the “Power” mode, the related indicator will light up.
•	 		 Press the  buttons                          to increase / decrease the desired power level.

•	 		 Right Plate (1000W max)
•	 		 Press the “CONTROL” button on the right-hand plate to enable it, this will initially be in “Power” mode, its indicator will light up.
•	 		 Press the  buttons                         to increase / decrease the desired power level.

•	 		 “TIMER” mode - Timer cooking.
•	 		 Through Timer setting is possible to set a cooking cooking time between 5 and 180 minutes.
•	 		 The timer can be set in two modes: 

•	 		 “POWER TIMER” Mode 
•	 		 Press the on / off button on the induction plate to turn on the device. 
•	 		 To enable this mode on the left plate: 
•	 		 Press the Control button on the left plate to enable it and press CONTROL again to select the TIMER on the display, (Timer icon ON) 		

	 select the desired cooking time using the  buttons                         to increase / decrease by 5 minutes. (The program will be confirmed if no 	
	 more buttons are pressed for 5 seconds.)

•	 		 At this point you can select the desired Power using the two buttons                        (the POWER icon on the display is on).
•	 		 Once Timer and Power are set, the two values will be displayed intermittently.
		
•	 		 “TEMP TIMER” Mode 
•	 		 CAUTION: To enable this mode, you must first set the “Power Timer” mode described above with “random values” and then is possible to 	

	 set “Temp Timer” mode:
•	 		 To enable this mode on the left plate: 
•	 		 Once you have set the “Power Timer” mode, press again CONTROL and you can again select the TIMER (timer icon on) to select the 		

	 desired cooking time using buttons                            to increase / decrease by 5 minutes. (The program will be confirmed if no more 	 	
	 buttons are pressed for 5 seconds.)

•	  	 You can now select the desired temperature by using the buttons                          (The TEMP icon on the display is on) 
•	 		 NOTE: For both configurations “Power Timer” and “Temp Timer”, when the LED display shows “0”, if no button is pressed within 5s, the 	

	 unit will continue to operate according to the last selected program. 
•	 		 NOTE: The settings described above can be also applied to the right side plate.

•	 		 “TEMP” mode 
•	 		 Press the “CONTROL” button to select “Temp”, the indicator will light up and the display will show “240°C”, indicating that the plate works 	

	 at that temperature. 
•	 		 Press buttons                            to increase / decrease the temperature level. 

•	 		 The unit is equipped with a thermostat to balance the working temperature and avoid overheating. 

•	 		 MAX & MIN 
•	 		 Max and Min are two shortcuts, when the unit is in “Power” mode, press the “MAX” button to set max power or “MIN” for minimum power. 

•	 		 LOCK FUNCTION - Control Panel Lock 
•	 		 It is possible to lock the respective control panels of the two plates to prevent accidental pressure of the buttons.
•	 		  Hold down the “MAX” and “MIN” buttons at same time to enable the “Lock” function, the display will show “Loc”. All buttons will be 		

	 disabled except for “On / Off”. 
•	 		 When “Lock” is active, the LED display will show “Loc” and the temperature and power values will be showed on display every 2s. 
•	 		 When “Lock” and “Timer” are active, the LED display will show “Loc” and the temperature and timer values alternate every 2s.
•	  	 Hold down the “MAX” and “MIN” buttons at same again to deactivate the “Lock” function. 

•	 		 DEVICE COOLING (FAN)
•	 		 After operation, the fan will continue to operate for at least 2 minutes to cool the unit. 
•	 		 When the device is turned off (long press on CONTROL),  the fan will start running until device it is fully cooled. 
•	 		 When the induction plate is in cooling mode, “-H-” will be showed on display to indicate the cooling process is in progress. The process 	

	 may take several minutes, the induction plate will turn off automatically and a beep will be heard.  
•	 		 CAUTION: After the cooking process do not immediately disconnect device from power outlet, wait for the cooling fan to stop working (it 	

	 may take several minutes) to ensure proper cooling of the induction plate. 
•	 		 NOTE: If the induction plate is turned on but no other button is pressed within 2 hours, the device will be automatically turned off.

•	 		 Maintenance
•	 		 Before starting any cleaning or maintenance, ensure the power supply disconnected and the hob plate is completely cooled.
•	 		 Clean the hob with a damp cloth or sponge.
X 	 DO NOT wash the hob with water directly.
X	 DO NOT clean with abrasive sponges or chemical detergents.
•	 		 Avoid any surface friction between the pots and cooking plate.

Error code Possible Cause Solutions

E0 There is no vessel on the respective hob. 
The vessel is not suitable for induction hobs.

Place a suitable vessel on the respective hob.

E2 The temperature sensor beneath the hob is 
defective or there is a short circuit 

Disconnect the plug from the mains power socket and contact 
the customer service department .

E3 Voltage supply is too high. Check and ensure that the cooker is connected to a properly 
installed mains power socket with 220-240V, 50/60hz.

E4 The cooker is not being supplied with enough 
voltage.

Check and ensure that the cooker is connected to a properly 
installed mains power socket with 220-240V, 50/60hz.

E5 or E6 The cooker has overheated. Disconnect the plug from the mains power socket and wait 
until the cooker has cooled down. If the problem remains, seek 
advice from a qualified engineer.
