4.1.3. Select the required output by using the two rocker switches (on the side of the IRC153 & IRC153.110V and on the back of the IRS153 & IRS153.110V)
which switch the lamps on and off. Each lamp has an output of 1500W.

4.1.4. To switch the unit off, select “0” on both the rocker switches and unplug from the mains. Allow the unit to cool before handling or storage.

a WARNING! DO NOT touch the top of the heater when in use as it becomes hot.

m] WARNING! Always allow elements to cool before moving the units. Use only on a smooth even surface. Failure to do so will cause premature wear to

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5. MAINTENANCE

5.1 Cleaning.

5.1.1.  To clean the reflector, remove the guard by unscrewing the retaining screws and wipe the reflector with a clean dry cloth. DO NOT use abrasives or
solvents. The surface of the reflector is very soft and scratches may cause it to overheat. Replace the guard.

5.2. Changing a lamp (110V models).
