2. INTRODUCTION

3 Ensure the pipe bender is in sound condition and good working 
order. Take action for immediate repair or replacement of damaged
parts. Use recommended parts only. The use of improper parts
may be dangerous and will invalidate the warranty.

3 Keep pipe bender and associated parts clean for best and safest 
performance.

3 Locate the pipe bender in a suitable, well lit working area.
3 Keep working area clean, tidy and free from unrelated materials.
3 Use on level and solid ground, preferably concrete.
3 Ensure all non-essential persons keep a safe distance whilst the

pipe bender is in use.
3 Wear appropriate safety apparel, including eye-shields.
3 Check that bending die is correctly seated on ram and that the roller shafts

are fully engaged in the frame and pinned before operating hydraulic unit.
3 Keep hands away from die and rollers when bending pipe. 

Floor standing pipe bender with fabricated steel chassis and heavy-duty 10 ton (PBS99/10.V2) / 14 ton (PBS99/14.V2) hydraulics with integral
pump and reservoir. Fitted with externally mounted return springs. Suitable for bending gas and air pipe from Ø13mm(1/2�) up to Ø51mm(2�)
(PBS99/10.V2) / Ø15mm up to Ø75mm(3�) (PBS99/14.V2). Supplied with six (PBS99/10.V2) / eight (PBS99/14.V2) steel dies to help prevent
pipe distortion. Bends up to 180° (3 x 60° bends). 

p WARNING! Ensure that you read, understand and apply Section 1 safety instructions before operating the pipe bender.
3.1. With the hydraulic unit release valve open and the ram fully retracted, fit the appropriate sized die to the ram.
3.2. Move pipe rollers and shafts to appropriate holes in frame and ensure that shafts are properly fitted and secured using hitch pins.
3.3. Introduce the pipe between die and rollers, positioning it so that the centre of the required bend in the pipe is over the centre of the die.
3.4. Close release valve and pump handle until the required degree of bend is achieved.
3.5. Using the end of the handle, open the release valve and ram will retract under spring tension.
3.6. Annually, replace hydraulic oil using Sealey Hydraulic Jack Oil. With ram fully down, drain and refill to bottom of filler plug hole.
