NOTE – The battery in this unit is a consumable item and its ability to accept charge will reduce over time. We will warrant it   
against mechanical and electrical defect for a period of one year - this does not cover fair wear and tear. 
If the battery is not properly charged before first use, or regularly conditioned, its capacity will diminish. Under these circumstances we   
will not replace the battery even if it is less than one year old.
The Reverse Charging Protection Diode, fitted in the positive lead, is a consumable part that is damaged by failure to adhere to the 
duty cycle instructions.
You can help prolong the life cycle of the battery by following a few simple guidelines:
•	  Plug in your new RoadStart to the mains transformer and make an INITIAL charge lasting 72 hours.
•	  Ensure the unit is fully charged before storage.
•  DO NOT leave the RoadStart for longer than 2 months without putting it on charge.
•  DO NOT attempt to start a vehicle when the RoadStart battery voltage is reduced to less than 7V.
•  DO NOT drop or roughly handle the RoadStart – this will break or disconnect the battery terminals rendering the battery useless and   

the warranty void.
•  DO NOT use any other charger, other than the one supplied, to recharge the battery.
•  DO NOT obstruct	the	ventilation	grilles	and	protect	against	water	ingress	-	these	RoadStart	units	are	fitted	with	ventilation	grilles	to		 	

help disperse any gases produced during the charging procedure.

1. SAFETY

1.1.   PERSONAL PRECAUTIONS

4.  CHARgINg 

4.1.   Initial Charging Procedure.
4.1.1.   When first used, the RoadStart unit should be charged for a minimum of 72 hours. The RoadStart can be left plugged into the mains  

 indefinitely as the internal PcB has an automatic float charging circuit which will not allow overcharging.
4.2.   Recharging Using the Mains Adaptor.

 ▲   When recharging, the Voltage Selector MUST be set to 12V.

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4.2.1.   The RS125 has a charging jack that is inserted into the charge port, located on the upper rear panel (fig.2).
4.2.2.   Plug the charger into a 230V ac mains supply and turn on. 
4.2.3.   charging progress can be monitored by pressing the Test Button (fig.3) and checking the Battery meter (fig.3). do not stop charging   

 until the battery meter indicates that the unit is fully charged.  .
4.2.4.   When not in use, the unit can be left connected to the mains charger as the internal PcB has an automatic float charging circuit which will  

 not allow overcharging.

  NOTE: The Road Start will only jump start a vehicle with a serviceable engine and an undamaged battery (a defective battery may not  
  accept a charge from the portable power source).

5.1.   Ensure voltage selector is in the ‘oFF’ position.
5.2.   Attach the positive (red +) clamp to the positive terminal of the battery.
5.3.   Attach the negative (black -) clamp to the vehicle chassis.
5.4.   If the alarm buzzer sounds, it indicates that the connections are crossed, remove clamps and replace them to the correct connections. 
5.5.   Ensure that all cables are clear of moving belts and rotating fans.
5.6.   Select either 12V or 24V with the voltage selector switch.
5.7.   maintain a safe distance from the battery whilst jump starting.
5.8.   Turn on the ignition to start the vehicle.
  NOTE: IF THE VEHICLE DOES NOT START AFTER 6 SECONDS, ALLOW THE ROADSTART UNIT TO COOL FOR 3 MINUTES,  
  BEFORE ATTEMPTINg TO jUMP START THE VEHICLE AgAIN. IF THIS IS NOT DONE THE VEHICLE COULD SUSTAIN   
  DAMAgE.

5.11. Alternative Vehicle Power Supply
5.11.1. When a vehicle battery is disconnected, the memory systems in radios, electronic ignition systems and alarms are frequently lost.
5.11.2. When replacing a battery the RoadStart unit can be used as an alternative power supply by connecting the unit with a dc extension  

 lead (not provided) into the vehicle accessory socket.
5.11.3. This will prevent loss of memory in the systems outlined in Paragraph 4.3.1.

 �   WARNINg! The positive battery cable will be live and MUST be insulated (e.g. in a heavy duty plastic bag).
5.12. Multipurpose Power Supply
5.12.1. The RoadStart units can be used as a multipurpose power supply to power up any equipment with a built-in 12Vdc male adaptor.
5.12.2. Used with an inverter, the RoadStart unit can operate equipment usually powered by either 110VAc or 230VAc. 
5.12.3. The Sealey catalogue contains a range of suitable inverters.
 NOTE: The inverter power draw must not exceed 300 Watts.
5.13. The number of times that the RoadStart can be used between charges depends on a number of factors, for instance: the type and  

 size of engine being started, the state of charge and the ambient temperature will all affect the endurance of the unit.

PROBLEM POSSIBLE SOLUTION
Alarm buzzer sounds. check for cross connection and rectify.

RoadStart has been charging for 20 hours or more and there is no 
change in the charge level.

check charger to verify if it is charging. The charger should be warm 
if operating correctly. check all connections.

charge meter reads low, but when the Ac adaptor is plugged in the 
needle	flicks	to	the	right.

The internal battery of the RoadStart needs to be replaced.

RoadStart is fully charged but has no output. check the connection between the cables and clamps. Ensure that 
they are tight and free from corrosion. clean and re-crimp if 
necessary.
Reverse charging device inoperative. Return to stockist.
