	 Identify the main centre section and the two side sections.
4.2.2.			 Align components correctly.
4.2.3.			 Secure the sections using the provided nuts and bolts.
4.2.4.			 Install the casters wheels and ensure they spin freely.
	 NOTE: When tighten all fasteners to ensure stability.
4.2.5.			 Attach the headrest/ cushion with self tapping screws.
4.3.	 		 FINAL CHECK
4.3.1.			 All screws and bolts are securely tightened.
4.3.2.			 Place the creeper on a smooth surface and test the wheels for proper movement.
