4.1. ATTACH THE HEADREST SUPPORT BAR

4.1.1. Position the headrest support bar within the main frame. Fit the top
two castors through main and headrest frames, and secure with spring
washer and castor wheel nut.

4.2. ATTACH THE HEADREST

CASTORS

4.2.1. Screw the headrest cushion onto the headrest frame using four cross
head screws from underneath.
4.3. ATTACH THE REMAINING 4 CASTOR WHEELS
4.3.1. Fix the remaining 4 castor wheels to the creeper frame using castor wheel nuts.

5. OPERATION

5.3. If storing the creeper vertically, store near a wall and with the cushions facing the wall.
