3.1.1	 Slacken off the three thumbscrews and twist the top of the dispenser 
	 clockwise and lift off.
3.1.2	 Fill the reservoir with oil. 
Note:	O nly use oils up to SAE 40 viscosity.
3.1.3	 Replace the top of the dispenser and twist anti-clockwise to locate the 		
	 bayonet fixings, tighten the three thumbscrews to secure the top.
3.2	 Dispensing
3.2.1	 Insert the angled spout into the item to be filled.
3.2.2	 Place foot on the foot plate and pump handle to dispense oil.
3.2.3	 When the desired amount has been dispensed, locate the hose/spout into 	
	 the top of the dispenser.
