DO NOT use the seal driver for any purpose otherthan that for which it is designed.3 Replace or repair damaged parts. Use genuine parts only. Non-authorised parts may be dangerous and will invalidate the warranty.3 Ensure that the workpiece is stable and that there is adequate lighting.3 Maintain correct balance and footing. Ensure the floor is not slippery and wear non-slip shoes.3 Use the correct size and type of hammer for the task. The recommended diameter of hammer face is 10mm largerthan tool head. Check that the hammer handle is in good order and is firmly secure in the hammer head. Notethat for seal installation a soft-faced hammer should be adequate and will be less likely to damage the tool.3 Make sure that the face of the hammer and the head of the tool are clean and free from grease, oil, etc.3 Position the tool so that it is struck away from your body.3 Strike the driver squarely on the head - DO NOT hit the tool off centre or at an angle (fig.1).7 DO NOT use the seal driver if it is bent, chipped, has a mushroom head or is otherwise damaged (fig.2).7 DO NOT strike the side of the seal driver body (fig.3).3 Keep children and unauthorised persons away from the working area.7 DO NOT use seal driver if any parts are damaged or missing as this may cause failure and/or personal injury.7 DO NOT use the seal driver when you are tired, under the influence of alcohol, drugs or intoxicating medication.

2.2. Use2.2.1. Remove screw and washer (fig.5.A) from handle (fig.5.B). 2.2.2. Select the adaptor (fig.5.D) which is slightly smaller than inside diameter of seal/bearing race, place it on the handle and secure using the screw.2.2.3. Fit the seal/bearing race over the adaptor (fig.5.E) and then tap into place in the housing (fig.5.F).
